An introduction to foundation doctrine: The Word of God, the 
Godhead, Creation, Fall of Man, Benefits of Godôs Grace, Prac-
tical Christian Living.  These courses provide beginning stu-
dents with a platform on which further understanding of the 
Bible can be built. 
 

Bible Doctrine II   BIB 106,107,108 
A New Testament study of the personal names of the Godhead: 
God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.  The 
doctrines of love and peace. 
 

Bible Doctrine III   BIB 109,110,111 
The position of justification and how it covers all things.  Also, 
the sanctification (dedication and consecration) of the believer.  
The believerôs commitment.  The development of prayer.  All 
types of prayers are studied as well as the force and purpose of 
prayer. 
 

Bible Doctrine IV  BIB 112,113,114 
A complete study of the provision of healing: Where healing 
was established, where God placed it, how healing flows from 
the spirit of a believer into the soul and body, and how faith 
releases healing to sick and diseased areas.  Also, sickness and 
diseases explained from a study of specific Greek words. 
 

Matthew    SCRI 168,169,170 
The acts and ministry of Jesus Christ are the subjects of this 
course.  Special events and happenings in Jesusô ministry are 
covered.  The Sermon on the Mount is an important part of 
this teaching. 
 

Psalms  SCRI 173,174,175 
In addition to being the praise book of the Bible, the Book of 
Psalms also teaches relationship to God and encourages our 
commitment to Him. 
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Ministry of the Holy Spirit   GHS 122,123,124 
This study of the ministry and work of the Holy Spirit includes: 
the baptism in the Spirit, the fruit of the Spirit, the gifts of the 
Spirit, and the things the Holy Spirit does for us. 
 
Faith in Operation   GHS 104,105 
All New Testament scriptures pertaining to faith are studied in 
light of the Greek New Testament.  Students will learn how faith 
works. 
 
Mt. Zion and Restoration   BIB 145,146,147 
These courses reveal Godôs restoration principle, whereby man is 
brought back in perfection in the Spirit and into the possession 
of his inheritance. 
 
The Gospel of John   SCRI 151,152,153 
This study reveals Jesus Christ as the Word, or Logos.  Johnôs 
writings reveal a special relationship to Jesus.  Jesus is revealed 
as the ñI AMò.  John does not use the word ñfaithò, but speaks 
totally about believing, which is the action of faith. 
 
Job   SCRI 148,149 
This study of the life of Job teaches us about patience and trust 
in God.  We also learn about Godôs dealings with man, Godôs 
control over Satanôs activities, and the reaction of others to 
Godôs dealings in our lives. 
 
Numbers in Scriptures  GED 104,105 
The significance and meanings of numbers as used in Scrip-
tures.  Numbers do not control man, but they relate to 
growth and development.  God controls numbers, and they 
reveal His workings and the completion of His plans. 
  

 

Course Descriptions (Sample): contõd. 
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Entrance Requirements 
 

A one time enrollment fee of $50.00 per student will be 
charged and payable at the time the Student Application is 
submitted. The only entrance requirement at GIBI is that stu-
dents seeking a degree be able to complete homework assign-
ments in a timely manner.  There cannot be a set standard in 
this area since it depends upon the willingness of the student 
to discipline himself in study habits. Therefore, it remains a 
case-by-case judgment by the Administration with the best 
interests of the student in mind. Currently we request that 
homework for attended classes be turned in no later than two 
weeks following the final session. 
 

Registration 

Registration forms for enrollment at GIBI are available at the col-
lege office, or may be obtained by mail upon request. Office hours 
are TuesdayðWednesday 9:00 AM to 4:30 PM & Thursday 2PM to 
9 PM.  We encourage students to register at least one week prior to 
the starting date of each new course. Please call ahead for an ap-
pointment. 
 

 

Admission Procedures  
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Advance Standing  

Advance Standing 
Students who have completed courses in institutions other 
than GIBI or have ministerial experience in the local church 
may receive credit for their work.  This requires a submission 
of official transcripts, certificates, diplomas, and/or a ministe-
rial resume to the Dean for evaluation. 
 
College Transcripts and Credit 
A student who submits his college transcript to this Admin-
istration will receive credit for his prior training where it is 
applicable to the curriculum at GIBI. Credit transfers are at 
the discretion of the Dean.  
 
Evaluation of Non-Theological College Courses 
Students having earned college credit in fields other than the-
ology may receive up to sixty units of advanced standing in 
GIBI for general education.  This placement is determined by 
the evaluation of official transcripts submitted by the request-
ing student and endorsed by the Dean.  All students request-
ing a review of transfer materials will be assessed a one-time 
fee of $50.00.  Transferring courses must have a GPA of 2.0 
or more.  Grades of D or below will not be accepted in trans-
fer. 
 

Evaluation of Theological College Courses 
Students having earned college credit in theology courses may 
receive full or partial credit for their work.  This placement is 
determined by the evaluation of official transcripts submitted 
by the requesting student and endorsed by the Dean.  All stu-
dents requesting a review of transfer materials will be assessed 
a one-time fee of $50.00.  Transferring courses must have a 
GPA of 2.0 or more.  Grades of D or below will not be ac-
cepted in transfer. 
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Evaluation of Ministerial Experience 
 
Ministerial experience credits may be awarded to GIBI appli-
cants, especially Licensed and Ordained Ministers. 
Ministerial experience credit is a maximum award of up to 
thirty units.  The evaluation of a ministerial resume, certifi-
cates of completion, diplomas, awards, etc. determines the 
amount of credit awarded.   
Students entering any of the GIBI Bachelor Degree programs 
may be awarded up to thirty units of ministerial experience 
for eight years of full-time Senior Pastor experience or its 
equivalent, or up to thirty units of ministerial experience for 
twelve years of full-time Associate Pastor ministry or its 
equivalent.  
 
Ministerial experience credit may also be awarded to elders, 
deacons and Christian workers.  This credit is reviewed on 
an individual basis and is a maximum award of up to eight-
een units.   
In no case shall the maximum number of credits of ministeri-
al experience granted exceed thirty units for any student. 
 

Ministerial Experience Fees 
Students receiving ministerial experience credits are required 
to pay a tuition fee of $35.00* per credit awarded.  For exam-
ple, thirty units of ministerial experience credits will equal 
seven-hundred and fifty  dollars of tuition fees.  These credits 
are for training or ministry involvement that has taken place 
prior to enrolling at GATEWAY INTERNATIONAL BIBLE 
INSTITUTE and can be In-Church or Outreach Ministries.  
Please contact the office if you have any questions. 
Please Note: A tuition fee of $35.00* per credit applies to all Ad-
vance Standing Credits including; College Transfers, Ministry Train-
ing Courses and Ministry Experience. 
 
* Effective January 1st 2010 

Advance Standing: contõd. 
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General Ministerial Licensing, the First Step 
 
When all required studies and additional courses totaling 64 credits 
are completed in the allotted time, with up to two years practical 
training records and a recommendation for licensing by both your 
senior pastor and the GIBI chancellor you may become eligible to 
receive your General Ministers License. This license entitles you to 
perform all duties regulated by your local government. Such as: 
Marriages, Burials, Memorials, Communion, Baptisms, etc.  Your 
license will be awarded on the date of the following ordination and 
graduation ceremony. 
 

License Renewal 
 
Ministerial Licensing is valid for one year from the date of presenta-
tion. License renewal through GIBI can be obtained for an annual 
fee of $65.00. License renewal eligibility is at the strict discretion of 
the Chancellor and Dean at GIBI, based upon the fruit of your 
ministry.  GIBI reserves the right to deny recertification if the cur-
rent standard of ministry is compromised or unbefitting our repre-
sentation and recognition in the community. It is the responsibility 
of the licensee to complete and return the renewal form with fee 
prior to the expiration date.  Licensee will be notified 30-60 days in 
advance of expiration date. 
 

Ordination, The Next Step 

After the presentation of your ministry license, you will be sharp-
ened and honed by the practical use of your general ministerial li-
cense for 1-1/2 to 2 years, preparing you for the next stepé Pastoral 
Leadership.     (continued.) 

 
 

Explanation of Ministry License  
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Upon completion of 128 credits, up to four years of documented 
ministerial practical training/experience, and with all required 
courses and favorable recommendation from your senior pastor you 
may become eligible for Ordination through GIBI or you may con-
sider ordination through your home church. This higher calling 
into ministry involves every aspect of the training you will receive 
here at GIBI.  We honor Godôs calling on each individual; there-
fore, evaluation for this spiritual promotion is considered very seri-
ously by the pastoral leadership and faculty. 

 

ALL STUDEINTS ARE REQUIRED TO COMPLETE A PRACTICAL MINIS-
TRY TRAINING FORM DOCUMENTING CHURCH OR MINISTERIAL 
INVOLVEMENT, ASK FOR ONE AT TIME OF REGISTRATION. 

 

 
Absences 
Attendance is important at GIBI.  Most of our classes are 
four to six weeks per trimester, it is impossible to receive the 
full benefit of the teaching unless the student is in attend-
ance faithfully.  If for some reason you must be absent, all 
work missed due to absence must be made up within a two 
week period if credit is to be received.  If a student is tardy 
for three classes, it will be counted as one dayôs absence and 
will result in a drop in studentôs final grade. 
 

 
 

Explanation of Ministry License  
and Ordination  
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Withdrawals and Course Changes 

A student who drops a class during the first three weeks of a 
trimester, or drops a class with passing grades after the first 
three weeks, and has notified both the registrar and the in-
structor will receive a grade of ñWò.  If a student withdraws 
after the first three weeks of class and is not earning passing 
grades, they will be issued a grade of ñFò.  Withdrawals dur-
ing this time period are subject to refund as indicated on Pg. 
11 of this manual. We encourage students who wish to add 
courses, to do so in the first two weeks of the trimester.
